MEET THE SPEAKERS

Dr. Rudolf Ostrichansky
graduated from the Faculty of Law and Administration at the University of Warsaw in 1981 (cum laude). He received Ph.D. in law at the same Faculty in 1988. He obtained a Diploma in International Law and Development (cum laude) from the Institute of Social Studies in The Hague, The Netherlands, in 1986.

From 1981 to 2014 he was employed at the Faculty of Law and Administration at the University of Warsaw, in the Chair of International Organizations, later transformed into the Chair of European Law, recently as an associate professor. Currently he lectures at the Post-Graduate Studies of European Law and the Post-Graduate Studies of International Law and Foreign Service, both at the University of Warsaw.

Served as a visiting professor at the University of Ottawa, Canada, in 2008. Also lectured at i.a. University of Amsterdam and University College London. Since 2012 lectures at the School of Polish Law (under the auspices of Jagiellonian University in Cracow) and the universities of Lvov and Tarnopol.

Author and co—author of publications on public international law and law of the European Union, including several textbooks. 

 In the late 1980's, he participated as an expert of the Polish Government in the Uruguay Round of GATT negotiations. Following this, he was a research fellow at the Asser Institute in The Hague.

Practicing lawyer, passed state examination for judges in 1984 and for legal advisors in 1994. Admitted to the Warsaw Chamber of Legal Advisors (bar association). Joined a law firm Sołtysiński Kawecki & Szlęzak in 1992 and became a Partner in 1996. From 2008 to 2016 he was SK&S’ Managing Partner.

Specializes in mergers and acquisitions and financial transactions, including credit financing and debt-to-equity conversion transactions. He has participated in numerous sizable privatizations of Polish industry and acquisitions of privately held entities. Dr. Ostrihansky provides legal advice to international financial institutions and commercial banks, as well as participates in international arbitrations related to the protection of foreign investments as counsel to the defendant states, and occasionally as an arbitrator in domestic or international commercial disputes.

Dr.Agata B. Capik
as a researcher in European Law. After having graduated in Law (Jagiellonian University, Kraków, Poland, 1997) and European Integration (Donaube-University (Krems a.d. Donau, Austria, 1999) she obtained her PhD in Law 
(Ruprecht-Karls University, Heidelberg, Germany 2007)
and 
completed the post-graduate program in International and 
European Business and commercial law (St. Gallen University, 
St. Gallen, Switzerland, 2006). 

Her professional experience covers private sector (e.g. international law firms and consulting networks) and public sector (Ministry for Foreign Affairs, Poland,  Ministry of Education, Luxembourg) as well as academia (e.g. Saarland-University, Saarbrücken, Germany, University of Luxembourg, Grand-Duchy of Luxembourg). She cooperates with enterprises across Europe (eg. SPARK legal network, London UK, conducting studies on behalf of the European 
Commission in divergent domains of EU law and its application at the national level . Since 2006, in cooperation with various institutions (e.g. Chamber of Commerce, Kraków, Poland) Dr. Capik gives seminars in different domains of the Law of the European Union, in particular on questions related to the procedure before the Court of Justice of the European Union, fundamental rights, fundamental freedoms, etc.  Since 2008 Dr. Capikregularly teaches also European 
Institutional Law within the program of School of Polish and European Law at the Ivan Franko National University of Lviv and at National EconomicUniversity in Ternopil (Ukraine). 
Her research focuses in on constitutional issues of the Law of the European Union, in particular fundamental rights, judicial dialogue and judicial protection of individuals at the EU level. Dr. Capik publishes her research results as an author and a co-author of numerous books, chapters and other contributions as well as a speaker at international conferences across Europe.
