The student barrister then applies to join one of the Inns of Court to study … the Bar Vocational Course, or BVC.

If successful at the end of the twelve months, the qualified barrister applies … a tenancy in chambers.

When a junior barrister has practised … the Bar for 10 to 15 years, it's possible to apply to become a senior barrister, or Queen's Counsel (QC), whose work concentrates on court appearances, advocacy, and opinions.

Courses like this give students the opportunity to experience the work of a lawyer before deciding … a career in the law.

Some barristers are in employed practice and may only represent their employer, for example, as in-house counsel or … government departments like the Crown Prosecution Service.

During Voir Dire the lawyers may ask the judge to excuse you or another member of the panel from sitting … the jury for this particular case.

Jurors do not get paid … their services and are obliged to perform this duty.

They listen to all the details of a case in a court of law and give their decision … it. 
№ 946, 0, 6, 1, 1, 120
In the U.S. anyone who is able to vote can be called upon to serve … a jury or grand jury.

In a civil lawsuit, a petit jury decides who is … fault and how much money be paid in damages. 
№ 948, 0, 6, 1, 1, 120
… a criminal trial, a jury of between 6 and 12 people decide whether a person is guilty or not. 
№ 949, 0, 6, 1, 1, 120
Civil cases are usually disputes between or among private citizens, corporations, governments, government agencies, and other organizations. The party bringing the suit is asking for money damages … some wrong that has been done.
№ 950, 0, 6, 1, 1, 120
The plaintiff starts the lawsuit … filing a paper called a complaint, in which the case against the defendant is stated. 
№ 951, 0, 6, 1, 1, 120
It is … to the plaintiff to prove the case against the defendant.

A criminal case is brought by the state or by a city or county … a person or persons accused of having committed a crime.

In each criminal case the judge will tell you all the elements of the crime that the plaintiff must prove; the plaintiff must prove each of these elements … all reasonable doubt before the defendant can be found guilty.

In Scotland, where the jury consists of 15 people, the verdict may be reached … a simple majority, but as a general rule, no person may be convicted without corroborated evidence.

People between the ages of 18 and 65 whose names appear on the electoral register, with certain exceptions, are liable … jury service and their names are chosen at random.

Persons disqualified from jury service include those who have, within the previous ten years, served any part of a sentence of imprisonment, youth custody or detention, or been subject to a community service order, or, within the previous five years, been placed … probation.

The European Court … Human Rights was established by the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and was set up in Strasbourg in 1959.

The case originated in an application (no. 14077/05) against Ukraine lodged … the Court under Article 34 of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (“the Convention”) by a Ukrainian national, Mr Yevgeniy Alekseyevich Yangolenko (“the applicant”), on 6 April 2005.

On 19 January 2009, the President of the Fifth Section decided to give notice … the application to the Government.

The defendant appealed and on 14 August 2000, the Donetsk Regional Court (from June 2001 the Donetsk Regional Court of Appeal) quashed that judgment and remitted the case to the lower court … a fresh examination.

In January 2001, the applicant instituted proceedings in the Torez Town Court … the local State Social Security Department, seeking compensation for the allegedly incorrect calculation of his pension.

The applicant claimed 250,872 euros (EUR) in respect … pecuniary and non-pecuniary damage.

These ministers normally belong to the political party that has a majority in the House of Commons, which dominates … Parliament, the country’s lawmaking body.

The Constitution can be changed … any time by an act of Parliament or by the people’s acceptance of a new idea or practice.

The Queen must approve all bills passed by Parliament … they can become laws.

But four groups of people are entitled to sit … the House of Lords: 2 archbishops, and 24 bishops of the Church of England, the law lords, hereditary peers, and life peers.

The monarch formally appoints all bishops and also creates peers … the advice of the Prime Minister.

If the Commons then passes the bill a second time, the bill is not sent back to the Lords, but is submitted … the royal assent.

In other words, the final power of the Lords is to impose about a year’s delay … legislation.

The Speaker of the House of Commons is a member chosen by the whole Commons to preside … meetings of the Commons.
