	Course information
	The ability to assess the potential criminal risks for business practices is one of the competencies that the qualified and successful corporate lawyer must have. Potential employers demand such competencies at the interview stage, because the timely and correct identification of criminal risks allows to prevent more negative consequences for the business entity (e.g. significant material costs of criminal proceedings, reputation loss and loss of  potential consumers, imposition of criminal penalties).
The course is aimed to provide the participants with the knowledge necessary to:
1) identify potential criminal risks that may arise during business activities,
2) develop adequate compliance solutions to reduce any such risk,
3) find the best way to mitigate the negative consequences of any criminal risk once realized.
Therefore, the course offers both the analysis of the current criminal legislation that frames the legitimate business practices and the overview of modern compliance systems and corporate crimes risk management programs of leading national and foreign business entities. 

	Short course abstract
	The course Criminal Risks for Business Practices in Ukraine is the final discipline of students’ choice in the speciality 081 "Law" for the Bachelor of Law program, which is available at the VII semester and amounts to 3 credits (under the European Credit Transfer System ECTS). This course is designed for students who wish to provide legal support to business after graduation.
Businesses face a lot of risks including criminal ones, which can cause serious losses. Therefore, one of the duties of the corporate lawyer is to assess the extent to which the business entity's organizational structures, procedure of business activities or business transaction are exposed to potential criminal threats. The result of such assessment is the conclusion about the presence or absence of such threats, proposals on possible ways to resolve the potential conflict (from the standpoint of the criminal law) situation, the development of system of measures aimed at the compliance with the demands of the criminal law provisions (compliance procedures). This course is designed to provide students with the knowledge and develop skills to perform such tasks.

	Course aims
	The aim of the course "Criminal Risks for Business Practices in Ukraine" is to provide students with the knowledge on the assessment of criminal risks of business practices in Ukraine in order to acquire practical skills of effective management of such risks.

	Expected learning outcomes
	Upon completion of course the student will:
- know: what provisions of the criminal law limit the legitimate business practices; what risks arises from these provisions for the subject of the business activity; rules of construction and formulation of the effective system of compliance measures to manage these risks.
-  be able to: evaluate a specific business transaction / situation from the criminal law perspective on the subject of risks availability; to propose the subject of the business activity possible ways to solve the conflict situation (from the standpoint of the criminal law) and identify pros and contras of every possible resolution.

	Topic 1. Concept of criminal risks for business practices and a system of compliance measures to manage them.
Topic 2. Criminal risks at the stage of the creation of the business entity and for the concrete business activities: identification and management methods.
Topic 3. Criminal risks which pertain to the compliance with the tax law and their management.
Topic 4. Criminal risks to the informational security of the business entity.
Topic 5. Anti-corruption compliance: identification of criminal risks and prevention measures.
Topic 6. Protection of intellectual property rights against criminal risks.
Topic 7. Criminal risks of business practices with the corporate non-resident partners.

	Prerequisites
	In order to apply for the course students need to have the basic knowledge of such courses as "Criminal Law of Ukraine. General part", "Criminal Law of Ukraine. Special part", "Commercial law of Ukraine", "Civil law of Ukraine".

	Educational methods and techniques that will be used during the course
	Presentation, lectures, collaborative learning (forms - group projects, joint developments, learning communities, etc.), project-oriented training, discussion

	Assessment criteria (separately for each type of learning activity)
	Assessment is carried out on a 100-point scale.  Points are calculated according to the following ratio:
 • practical classes: 25% of the semester grade; maximum score is 50.
 • module: 25% of the semester assessment; maximum score is 50.
  • credit: 50% of the semester assessment.  The maximum score is 50.
The total maximum score is 100.

Written work: During the course it is expected that students complete a written case study. Academic integrity: It is expected that students' work will be their original research or reasoning.  Absence of references to sources used, fabrication of sources, write-offs, interference with other students' work are, but are not limited to, examples of possible academic dishonesty.  Identification of signs of academic malpractice in a student's writing is a reason for its failure to be taken into consideration by the university lecturer, regardless of the extent of plagiarism or deception. Attending classes is an important part of learning. All students are expected to attend all the lectures and hands-on classes. Students should inform university lecturer about the inability to attend the class. In the case of missing a practical training, the student must complete it in accordance with the requirements set by the faculty.  In any case, students are required to adhere to all deadlines set for the completion of all types of writing required by the course.  In the case of failure to comply with the deadlines of submitting written work, university lecturer lowers the grade by a step for 2 days. In case of delay in submission of work more than 2 days, the teacher gives a negative assessment. Literature. All literature that students will not be able to find on their own will be provided by the teacher solely for educational purposes without the right to pass it on to third parties. Students are encouraged to use other literature and sources that are not recommended.

Policy of assessment. Points earned during the current assessment, written assignment and module points are taken into account.
No violation of academic integrity is tolerated.
